Save a Bunny, this Easter please consider gifts of Maple Syrup and you can order your own Maple Syrup from St. Peter’s.  Our partner is a 5th generation Woolwich Township farm that has been producing maple syrup for over 100 years.  They adhere to the production guidelines issued by the Ontario Maple Syrup Association, which state the number of taps per tree (max. of 2) for best forest management practices.  Handling of the sap and syrup is minimized to reduce the chance of contamination.  Their syrup is pure with nothing added, only the water has been removed.  As of 2018 their maple syrup is certified organic.
