They adhere to the production guidelines issued by the Ontario Maple Syrup Association, which state the number of taps per tree (max. of 2) for best forest management practices. Handling of the sap and syrup is minimized to reduce the chance of contamination. Their syrup is pure with nothing added, only the water has been removed. As of 2018 their maple syrup is certified organic.

Lesson Introduction: (Pastor Laura)
Isaiah 42:1-9

We’ve been hearing from Isaiah quite a lot over the last couple of months. And I haven’t yet mentioned the fact that biblical scholars that the book of Isaiah (66 chapters long) is actually the work of three different prophets, who each lived and prophesied at three different points in history (did you know that?). Cleverly referred to as first, second, and third Isaiah by Biblical scholars. At some point these were edited into one volume.

This morning’s reading comes from the middle section – Second Isaiah – and dates from the time when the Babylonians had conquered the city of Jerusalem and taken the skilled citizens and leaders into exile.

Second Isaiah’s words make chapters 40-55 of the book of Isaiah; his words are ones of trust and confident hope that God is about to end the exile; he gives us images of rebuilding, restoring, renewal and recreation; and speaks of a servant who will bring truth, healing, and justice to our world.

A case can be made that the servant Isaiah was speaking about was in fact the people of Israel themselves. For us as Christians, it’s impossible to hear these words and not connect them to Jesus. For in his life and ministry, he embodied the values of this suffering servant of which Isaiah speaks. Let us listen to the word…
The First Reading: Isaiah 42:1-9
But here is my servant, the one I uphold;
    my chosen, who brings me delight.
I’ve put my spirit upon him;
    he will bring justice to the nations.
He won’t cry out or shout aloud
    or make his voice heard in public.
He won’t break a bruised reed;

Lesson Introduction: (Pastor Laura)
Acts 10:34-43

Our second reading comes from the book of Acts. The full title of this book is “Acts of the Apostles” but it might be better named “Acts of the Holy Spirit.” Because this book is really about how the Holy Spirit inspires and shapes and works through the apostles to grow the church.

This morning we hear from Peter himself, how the Holy Spirit continues to expand his understanding of the gospel. That the good news of God’s love and grace is so much more expansive that we can ever imagine. Peter gives us a little sermon about his understanding of this expansive love and grace, so let us listen to his words together…
The Second Reading: Acts 10:34-43
Peter said, “I really am learning that God doesn’t show partiality to one group of people over another. Rather, in every nation, whoever worships him and does what is right is acceptable to him. This is the message of peace he sent to the Israelites by proclaiming the good news through Jesus Christ: He is Lord of all! You know what happened throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism John preached.  You know about Jesus of Nazareth, whom God anointed with the Holy Spirit and endowed with power. Jesus traveled around doing good and healing everyone oppressed by the devil because God was with him.  We are witnesses of everything he did, both in Judea and in Jerusalem. They killed him by hanging him on a tree,  but God raised him up on the third day and allowed him to be seen, not by everyone but by us. We are witnesses whom God chose beforehand, who ate and drank with him after God raised him from the dead.  He commanded us to preach to the people and to testify that he is the one whom God appointed as judge of the living and the dead. All the prophets testify about him that everyone who believes in him receives forgiveness of sins through his name.” (CEB)

The Holy Gospel according to Matthew 3:13-17

At that time Jesus came from Galilee to the Jordan River so that John would baptize him. John tried to stop him and said, “I need to be baptized by you, yet you come to me?”

Jesus answered, “Allow me to be baptized now. This is necessary to fulfill all righteousness.”

So John agreed to baptize Jesus. When Jesus was baptized, he immediately came up out of the water. Heaven was opened to him, and he saw the Spirit of God coming down like a dove and resting on him. A voice from heaven said, “This is my Son whom I dearly love; I find happiness in him.”  (CEB)

The Gospel of the Lord.  C: Praise to you, O Christ
Sermon  
Matthew 3:13-17

Who here remembers their baptism? Chances are you don’t. Unless you were raised in a tradition that practices “believer’s baptism” or you came to the faith later in life. Because we Lutherans are big proponents of infant baptism. Luther felt very strongly about this because of his emphasis on grace. For Luther, baptism is a gift from God – it’s something that God does for us and not something we need to (or even can) choose.

I don’t remember my baptism, but I do remember my son James’. He was baptised at St Peter’s in Brodhagen, where I was serving before coming here. 

Some of you may recognize the pastor in this photo – it’s Pastor Harold Brill who covered my mat leave that year. A special connection because he is a son of this St Peter’s. I’m not sure whether you can make it from this photo or not, but James’ mouth is open. And that’s because the minute I laid him on his back for the baptism, he started to cry. 

Now I’ve baptized a lot of babies, and when I meet with parents for baptismal prep I always tell them not to stress if their baby is fussy or upset during the baptism – the baptism is valid either way, even if the baby comes to the font kicking and screaming. But until my own child, I’d never actually had that happen. Thankfully as soon as he was upright again, the cries ended.
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Now I don’t remember my own baptism, even though I was a bit older when I was baptized. My dad was raised Lutheran and my mom in the United Church, but like many couples, they has taken a break from regular church attendance until kids came along. And so I was baptized along with my younger sister Heather – when I was 3 and she was 1. I’m the toddler in my mother’s arms on the far right. This was at my home congregation of Christ Lutheran in Regina, SK.

Now what you can’t see in this photo is the evidence of a tobogganing accident I’d had just a day or two earlier. But in this photo from the family gathering afterward you can see the huge scrape on my right cheek. I may not remember my baptism, but I do remember my mum re-telling the story of my injured face, lamenting the poor timing before such a public event. 

Crying at the font. 

Coming to the font with scrapes and bruises. 

I love the imperfect parts of these memories because they are real. This is what is to be human, and really not so unlike all those people who were flocking to the wilderness to be baptized by John in the Jordan river. People who were confessing their sins before hopping in the river for their turn to be baptized.

We don’t get a detailed explanation of John’s reason for baptising folks in the wilderness – how he came up with this idea. There is a tradition of ritual cleansing or bathing in Judaism called the mikveh. But this isn’t a one-time cleansing as baptism is. Mikvehs are repeated as necessary.

So maybe for John this is where the idea came from. Maybe there’s a connection with purification. What we do know is that folks were confessing their sins before being baptised. So for sure, this is a piece of what John’s baptisms seem to be about – about calling people to repentance (to change the way they think and act) and to receive the forgiveness of sins.

But then Jesus shows up in the wilderness. And he too wants to be baptized by John. Which catches John off guard; in fact he tries to stop Jesus, insisting that Jesus has it backwards – it should be the other way around – Jesus baptizing him instead. 

But Jesus insists. And in that moment, as Jesus is baptized along with all the sinners in the river Jordan, something momentous happens. As he comes up out of the water, the heavens open and the Spirit of God descends upon him like a dove. 

And then…God speaks.

It’s significant to note that this moment is recorded in all three of the synoptic gospels – Matthew, Mark, and Luke. But there is one key difference. In Mark and Luke God says, “You are my son.” And in Matthew God says, “This is my son.”

Instead of a private, spiritual commissioning, in Matthew’s gospel this is a very public introduction.
 Jesus is God’s son. And, just as importantly, Jesus is dearly loved – beloved – by God.

Jesus’ baptism marks the beginning of his public ministry. And it all begins with a declaration of God’s unending and unconditional love. Before Jesus does anything at all. Before any healings or teachings or gathering of disciples. Before it all, Jesus is enfolded and guided by God’s love.

And most certainly, Jesus will need this love to enfold and guide him. For Jesus is being sent into a hostile world. A world that will fear his message and that will ultimately kill him. 

Being loved by God doesn’t spare Jesus from the trials of life; but being loved by God is what sustains him through these trials. Being loved by God is what motivates and sustains the ministry of love Jesus shared with so many in his lifetime.

And Jesus meets his death with the same love that enfolded him at the moment of his baptism. This love, a confidence in God’s unending presence and care each step of the way.

The beauty of baptism is that at the font, we are all named and claimed as God’s beloved children. Even with our tears, our scraped cheeks, our shortcomings and our failings – we are dearly loved.

And it’s so important to hold fast to this identity – our primary identity – in a hostile world. In this world that tries to tell us that we are not enough; that there is something wrong with us when we don’t measure up to other people’s expectations or ideas of who they think we should to be.

Before anything else, you are God’s beloved child. Dearly loved. One, who in your uniqueness, makes God happy.

Today, as we celebrate the Baptism of our Lord, we give thanks for our baptism. Many of us may have been too young to remember the details of what it was like that day, but we give thanks nonetheless. For in the waters of baptism we were named and claimed as beloved children by God. 

May this love that was declared at our baptism – this peace and presence, this knowledge that we are enough and that we are good – sustain us through all of life. And may this love flow in us and through us, to bless the world. AMEN.
