Announcement for Congregational Call Meeting for Sunday June 12, 2022

On Wednesday May 25th, the Call Committee met with Church Council and presented the name of a pastoral candidate whom they believe to be abundantly qualified to be the next pastor of St. Peter’s. After receiving the report of the Call Committee, I am pleased to say that Church Council unanimously accepted their recommendation.

The name of this candidate will be presented to you all at a Congregational Call Meeting to be held today, Sunday June 12th following the worship service. You may vote at this meeting if you are a member who has been confirmed, or received by transfer from another congregation and who has received Holy Communion and made a contribution of record within the current or preceding calendar year. The meeting will be held in person and on ZOOM. There will not be a proxy option for this vote. The ZOOM link for the meeting will be the same as the link for the worship service.

We cannot stress to you enough how important this meeting is for the future of St. Peter’s. This congregation has done a great deal of work re-visioning what it means to be in ministry in this community and re-shaping what that looks like for us. Any potential redevelopment will put us squarely into where the work needs to be done in our community. We are at a crossroads and as we have said numerous times over the last number of years, we have come to the realization that we change or we die. The Call Committee has recommended a candidate who is eminently qualified and is more than willing and able to walk the next part of the journey with us. 

The Call Committee is excited about this candidate. Church Council is excited about this candidate. It would certainly be a sign of unity as a congregation and a realization of how important this vote is if this could be a decisive vote. The name of the candidate must remain confidential until the meeting. So please make plans to attend the meeting following today’s worship service by ZOOM or in person, where we will vote whether to extend a call to this highly recommended candidate.

Sermon (Imagine Supply Pastor Claudine Carlson’s voice here)
REFLECTIONS FOR TRINITY SUNDAY (Or any Sunday or day for that matter!)

The Holy Trinity - that peculiar, bedrock understanding of who God is and how God acts according to the Christian faith. It’s so much a part of our identity that we can recite its creedal formulations each Sunday with rarely a second thought. We have difficulty understanding why Jews and Muslims doubt our credentials as a monotheistic religion; “three-in-one-one-in-three” is a bit of a stretch for them. 

And truth be told, when we get into the nitty-gritty, complicated theological musings about it, it’s a “bit of a stretch” for most of us Christians as well. If you don’t believe me, take a good look at the Athanasian Creed  (pp. 54-55 in our “green book” hymnal - the Lutheran Book of Worship) and see if that doesn’t make you scratch your head. You may even find parts of it quite offensive. (Please note that it is not included in our current worship book, and I’m happy about that.)

It’s not an easy Sunday for sermon-making either. How does one “open the Scriptures” about a doctrine not even mentioned in the Bible? Yes, it’s alluded to in Matthew 28 as part of Jesus’ “great commission” to “make disciples….and baptize in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit”, but the word “Trinity” does not appear in Scripture at all. And that brief reference is hardly a detailed explanation of a complex doctrine.

Moreover, if “preaching the gospel” is a primary goal of a sermon, how does one find that in the intricacies of a disputed (and sometimes even debated) theological construct? If I were, for example, to use a sermon to explain why in “our” version of the Nicene Creed the Holy Spirit “proceeds from the Father and the Son”, as contrasted with the Anglican rendering in which the Holy Spirit “proceeds from the Father”, would you find good news in that? Or would you think to yourself, “Who cares?” The latter, I’m sure, and no one would blame you.

I’m not saying that doctrine is unimportant or even silly Good doctrine is essential because our understanding of the Holy One both informs and influences the way we live our lives. If we view God as wrathful and punitive, we have reason to be judgmental and cruel. If we experience God as gracious, forgiving, and profoundly loving, we know that’s the path for us to follow, however imperfectly.

Ultimately that’s what all our theologies attempt to articulate - our experiences of God. Since our experiences are limited and finite, we will never be able to “get it” completely right. We will never be able to totally comprehend or nail down the “Maker of heaven and earth, seen and unseen”. Nonetheless, we are called to bear witness to the God we have known. We are called as well to be faithful in deepening our relationship with our Creator through worship, prayer, Scripture, and deeds of love.

“Relationship” is the word that points to both the good news and importance of the Holy Trinity. You see, this doctrine tells us that, from the very beginning, God is a God of relationship, and the relationship is bound together in love. The God we worship is not some random Creator “out there somewhere” who delights in the creative process itself, and then moves on to bigger, better more interesting projects - leaving the most recent undertaking to look after itself now that it’s finished. Such a notion is the primary principal of Deistic theologies, to which such great American thinkers as Thomas Jefferson subscribed. Nothing could be further from the Christian understanding of God.

The God we see in Jesus is One who not only loves all that has been made, but who relates to it personally. Who, in the person of Jesus steps into the muck and mess of it all to bring hope and healing, and show us a new way to live. Who, in Jesus of Nazareth, experiences fully the joys and sorrows of human life, facing even death on a cross. Then in the resurrection defeated our greatest fear - death itself!

This good news has continued down through the centuries through the power of the life-giving Holy Spirit, the very “breath of God” who stirs and empowers us to live life abundantly, joyfully. The faithful Advocate and Consoler who prays in and for us when we can’t or don’t know what to pray for (romans 8:26) 

who prays in and for us when we can’t or don’t know what to pray for (Romans 8:26). The powerful, mysterious “wind of God” who is ever doing a “new thing” and inviting us to be part of making it happen.

This Holy Trinity, one God, is the God we “worship and glorify”, however feebly.  The God of relationship, the God of love, the God of good news - for us and the entire creation! The Holy Trinity - a “doctrine” for every season… and every day. Thanks be to God! Amen!
