They adhere to the production guidelines issued by the Ontario Maple Syrup Association, which state the number of taps per tree (max. of 2) for best forest management practices. Handling of the sap and syrup is minimized to reduce the chance of contamination. Their syrup is pure with nothing added, only the water has been removed. As of 2018 their maple syrup is certified organic.

Advent: Preparing to Welcome Jesus
Advent is the season that begins each new year in the church. Advent comes from a Latin word that means “coming,” and the liturgical colour for this season is blue. In Advent we sit with the pain and suffering of the world while we wait in hope for what we know has already happened – Jesus, God’s Love, born in our world – and for what is yet to come – Christ’s return and the fulfilment of creation. In this way Advent is a season that holds within it the past, the present, and the future.
The prophet Isaiah reveals some of the meaning of Advent with these words:

A voice is crying out:
“Clear the Lord’s way in the desert!
    Make a level highway in the wilderness for our God!
Every valley will be raised up,
    and every mountain and hill will be flattened.
    Uneven ground will become level,
    and rough terrain a valley plain.
The Lord’s glory will appear,
    and all humanity will see it together;
    the Lord’s mouth has commanded it.” (Isaiah 40:3-5 CEB)

L: Hear what the Spirit is saying to the church.
C: Thanks be to God.
One of the most well-known Advent hymns is O Come, O Come Emmanuel. #257 in our hymnal. Let us sing the first 2 verses together – you may remain seated.

Christmas: Immanuel, God-with-us

Christmas is a season we know well; this is when we celebrate Jesus’ birth. What is sometimes missed however is that Christmas is not just one day, but a season of 12 days in the church, from December 25 to January 5. 12 days to celebrate the incarnation – God in human flesh. Like Easter, Christmas’ colours are white and gold, and this connection is a reminder that Christmas begins a pilgrimage through suffering and death to new life.
We hear about the good news we celebrate at Christmas from the Gospel of Luke:

In those days Caesar Augustus declared that everyone throughout the empire should be enrolled in the tax lists. This first enrollment occurred when Quirinius governed Syria. Everyone went to their own cities to be enrolled. Since Joseph belonged to David’s house and family line, he went up from the city of Nazareth in Galilee to David’s city, called Bethlehem, in Judea. He went to be enrolled together with Mary, who was promised to him in marriage and who was pregnant. While they were there, the time came for Mary to have her baby. She gave birth to her firstborn child, a son, wrapped him snugly, and laid him in a manger, because there was no place for them in the guestroom. (Luke 2:1-7 CEB)

L: The gospel of our Lord.
C: Praise to you, O Christ.

Let us rest for a moment in the joy of Christmas as we sing together verses 1 & 2 of hymn 277, Away in a Manger.

Epiphany: The Light Shines in the Darkness
The feast of Epiphany falls every year on January 6 as the church commemorates the visit the wise men paid to the baby Jesus. It’s a day for the church to proclaim that Jesus manifests God. 

In the season that follows Epiphany – that some years is shorter or longer depending on when Easter falls – we sit at the feet of Jesus, learning again what we are called to be and do. Green is the liturgical colour, signifying new life and growth in discipleship. The season is bookended by two important events from Jesus’ early ministry: his baptism and his transfiguration on the mountain.

The spirit of Epiphany is captured by these words from the prophet Isaiah:
Arise! Shine! Your light has come;
    the Lord’s glory has shone upon you.
Though darkness covers the earth
    and gloom the nations,
    the Lord will shine upon you;
    God’s glory will appear over you.
Nations will come to your light
    and kings to your dawning radiance. (Isaiah 60:1-3 CEB)

L: Hear what the Spirit is saying to the church.
C: Thanks be to God.
In the hymn Songs of Thankfulness and Praise, #310 in our hymnal; we hear that word “manifest” again. A way of saying that Jesus is the one who reveals to us who God is and what God is like. Let us sing together verses 1 & 4.

Lent: Penitence and Preparation
The word lent comes from the Old English meaning “spring or springtime.” As the days lengthen in the northern hemisphere, this is a time for a lengthening in our discipleship. Purple is the liturgical colour, signifying pain and suffering, which bring grief and penitence. Purple is also the colour of royalty – Jesus is our King, but one who redefines kingship as a servant leader who lives and dies for others.
In the church, we mark the beginning of this season with this story from Jesus’ life. 

Jesus returned from the Jordan River full of the Holy Spirit, and was led by the Spirit into the wilderness. There he was tempted for forty days by the devil. He ate nothing during those days and afterward Jesus was starving. (Luke 4:1-2 CEB)

L: The Gospel of our Lord.
C: Praise to you, O Christ.
As this next hymn reminds us, Lent is a season of 40 days, not including Sundays! In Scripture, the number 40 is often associated with times of trial and temptation – Noah on the ark, the exodus from Egypt, and Jesus – as we just heard – in the wilderness. Another way the Christian year connects us with Scripture. Let us sing and reflect together with hymn 319: O Lord, throughout These Forty Days. We will sing the first 2 verses.

Holy Week: God’s Love Revealed
Holy Week is not its’ own season, but the final days of Lent. We call this week holy and set it apart because this is when we re-tell the story of Christ’s passion. In the events of Holy Week, from Palm Sunday through Maundy Thursday to Good Friday, we discover God’s aching compassion for the world. Red (for Palm Sunday and Maundy Thursday) and black (for Good Friday) are the liturgical colours.
In Luke’s Gospel, we hear the story of Good Friday:

When they arrived at the place called The Skull, they crucified him, along with the criminals, one on his right and the other on his left. It was now about noon, and darkness covered the whole earth until about three o’clock, while the sun stopped shining. Then the curtain in the sanctuary tore down the middle. Crying out in a loud voice, Jesus said, “Father, into your hands I entrust my life.” After he said this, he breathed for the last time. (Luke 23:33, 44-46 CEB)

C: Praise to you, O Christ.
As sit for a time in the pain and the shadow of the cross, let us sing together the first & last verses of the African American spiritual - Were You There – hymn number 353.

Easter: The Lord is Risen!
For Christians, the Resurrection of Jesus is the flashpoint from which everything else is reordered. God has destroyed the power of death, which makes Easter the moment when Christians proclaim, “This changes everything!” 

The liturgical colours for Easter are white and gold, for holiness, joy, and the presence of God (just like Christmas). And like Christmas, Easter isn’t just one day but an entire season of 50 days. 50 days we celebrate and contemplate Christ’s victory over death and the grave. 
The Gospel writer Luke describes the resurrection in this way:

Very early in the morning on the first day of the week, the women went to the tomb, bringing the fragrant spices they had prepared. They found the stone rolled away from the tomb, but when they went in, they didn’t find the body of the Lord Jesus. They didn’t know what to make of this. Suddenly, two men were standing beside them in gleaming bright clothing. The women were frightened and bowed their faces toward the ground, but the men said to them, “Why do you look for the living among the dead? He isn’t here, but has been raised. Remember what he told you while he was still in Galilee, that the Human One[a] must be handed over to sinners, be crucified, and on the third day rise again.” Then they remembered his words. When they returned from the tomb, they reported all these things to the eleven and all the others. It was Mary Magdalene, Joanna, Mary the mother of James, and the other women with them who told these things to the apostles. Their words struck the apostles as nonsense, and they didn’t believe the women. But Peter ran to the tomb. When he bent over to look inside, he saw only the linen cloth. Then he returned home, wondering what had happened. (Luke 24:1-12 CEB)

We celebrate the glory and power of the resurrection as we sing verses 1 & 2 of Hymn 365: Jesus Christ Is Risen Today.

Pentecost: The Holy Spirit Comes Among Us
Pentecost is not a season, but one day in the church year. It’s a day worth noting however. The day of Pentecost always falls 50 days after Easter Sunday, and it marks the birthday of the church. Jesus has ascended into heaven, and now it’s up to the disciples, empowered by the Holy Spirit, to carry forward the light of God’s good news.
We hear about this important moment in the book of Acts:

When Pentecost Day arrived, they were all together in one place. Suddenly a sound from heaven like the howling of a fierce wind filled the entire house where they were sitting. They saw what seemed to be individual flames of fire alighting on each one of them. They were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other languages as the Spirit enabled them to speak. (Acts 2:1-4 CEB)

L: Hear what the Spirit is saying to the church.
C: Praise to you, O Christ.
As we sing verses 1 & 3 of Hymn 786 - O Holy Spirit, Enter In – we give thanks for the fiery gift of the Holy Spirit who inspires and emboldens us for God’s mission.

Ordinary Time: for the Living of Our Days
The longest season of the church is the time following Pentecost through until this day – Christ the King Sunday. This season is either called “the season after Pentecost” or “ordinary time.” It’s a season of renewed and deepened discipleship practiced in and for the world God loves. The liturgical colour for this season is green, reflecting the focus on renewal and growth. This season is a promise that God reigns over every time and season of life – the joys and the struggles; the ordinary and the extra-ordinary. As the writer of Ecclesiastes tells us: 

There’s a season for everything
    and a time for every matter under the heavens:
    a time for giving birth and a time for dying,
    a time for planting and a time for uprooting what was planted,
    a time for killing and a time for healing,
    a time for tearing down and a time for building up,
    a time for crying and a time for laughing,
    a time for mourning and a time for dancing,
    a time for throwing stones and a time for gathering stones,
    a time for embracing and a time for avoiding embraces,
    a time for searching and a time for losing,
    a time for keeping and a time for throwing away,
    a time for tearing and a time for repairing,
    a time for keeping silent and a time for speaking,
    a time for loving and a time for hating,
    a time for war and a time for peace. (Ecclesiastes 3:1-8 CEB)
